COMPENSATION HIGHLIGF

n The average salary for foodservice directors in 2007 was highest in the
Northeast, at $57,228, followed closely by the West at $56,312. Average
salary was lowest in the Southwest, according to respondents, register-
ing only $47,071.

n Directors working for contract companies reported an average salary about
$4,400 above those working at self-operated foodservices:
$56,760 versus $52,387.

n 85% of respondents reported that their food costs have risen over the past
24 months, with 96% of school foodservice directors seeing an increase.

n Purse strings may be easing: 41% of directors say their capital spending
dollars have increased in the last two years, versus 36% last year. Schools
and hospitals (48% and 46%, respectively) were most likely to see more
money available for renovations or new equipment, while nursing homes
and prisons (30% and 35%) were least likely.

n Budgets are biggest in colleges: According to the survey, the average
annual gross purchases in this segment were $2.92 million. Correctional
facilities registered on average $2.30 million, followed by hospitals ($1.97
million), schools ($1.93 million), B&I ($1.68 million) and nursing
homes ($523,000).
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AGE AND GENDER

Average salaries for both male and female foodservice directors dropped slightly in 2007
from 2006, according to the £SD Study, and the earning gap between men and women
widened somewhat. The average salary for men in 2007

was 25% higher than for women. In 2006, the salary
